“This Month’s thought” 
Guarding the Heart 

“Above all else, guard your heart, for it is the wellspring of life” (Proverbs 4:23). 
Certainly we live in a consumer-oriented, materialistic, society bent on pleasing self. In comparison to some 
portions of the world, most of us are accustomed to very high levels of luxury by way of our comforts, 
pleasures, and security. With this has come the prominent idea that happiness comes in accomplishments, in 
recognition, in material possessions, comfort, and the like. We have come to believe the mistaken notion that 
if we just acquire certain things, then we can be truly happy and even secure. As a result, people develop their 
own agendas by which they seek to climb the mountain of success or happiness. Of course, the chosen 
agendas are very much the product of the mindset of a controlled society. 
As Christians, we may have rejected some or even a lot of these notions. Yet, the heart is deceitful and 
desperately wicked, and because we are all so easily influenced by the world around us, our hearts need 
guarding. 
Scripture clearly teaches us that the real issues of life are spiritual and are really matters of the heart, the 
inner man. Maybe it’s for this reason the word “heart” is found so many times in the Bible. Because the word 
“heart” can be translated a number of ways, depending on the context, 
 The term heart, then, generally speaks of the inner person and the spiritual life in all its various aspects. This 
multiple use of “heart” along with the way it is used strongly focuses our attention on the importance of the 
spiritual life.
